                          BYLAWS
We adhere to the Papakura Netball Centre Bylaws as attached together with the Conifer Grove Netball club as listed below.

Players Code Of Behaviour

· Play for the ‘fun of it’ and not just to please parents and coaches.

· Play by the rules.

· Never argue with an official.  If you disagree, have your captain or coach approach the official during a break or after the game

· Control your temper.  Verbal abuse of officials or other players, deliberately contacting or provoking an opponent or throwing equipment is not acceptable or permitted in any sport.

· Work equally hard for yourself and your team.  Your team’s performance will benefit and so will you.

· Be a good sport.  Cheer all good play, whether it is by your team or the other team.

· Treat all players, as you would like to be treated.  Do not interfere with, bully or take unfair advantage of another player.

· Cooperate with your coach, teammates and opponents.  Without them there would be no game.

· Always come to practice.  If you are unable to attend, please tell your Coach before the evening of your practice.

· Always come to your games on Saturday on time unless you are sick or your parents need you to be elsewhere.  Always tell your coach before the day.

Coaches Code Of Behavior

· Be reasonable in your demands on young player’s time, energy and enthusiasm.

· Teach your players the rules of the game are mutual agreements, which no one should evade or break.

· Whenever possible, group players according to age, height, skills and physical maturity.

· Avoid over playing the talented players. The ‘just average’ players need and deserve equal time.

· Remember that children play for fun and enjoyment and that winning is not the only part of their motivation.  Never ridicule or yell at children for making mistakes or losing a competition.

· Ensure the equipment and facilities meet safety standards and are appropriate to the age and the ability of the players.


· The scheduling and length of practice times and competition should take into consideration the maturity and concentration levels of the children.

· Develop team respect for the ability of opponents as well as the Judgment of officials and opposing coaches.

· Follow the advice of a physician when determining when an injured player is ready to recommence play.

· Make a personal commitment to keep yourself informed of sound coaching principles and the principles of growth and development of children.

Disciplinary 

· If disciplinary action is required a verbal warning will be issued to any player for misconduct by their coach.  
· Should there be a further offence or a continuing offence then there will be a written warning given addressed to parents advising of Child’s behavior by the Executive Committee.  

· Any further offence will be referred to the President who has the right to suspend a player.

Trials And Registrations 

· Players will trial in their school year up to and including year 8.

· U/15 grade - all players eligible according to Papakura Bylaws will trial in this grade first and then may be invited to trial for higher grades.
· Collegiate players must trial in Collegiate grade first and then they may be invited to trial for senior grades.
· Players must endeavor to attend all trials.

· The Executive Committee will appoint selectors.

· A Social Team which are classed as Senior B Reserve and below must provide their own umpire if making up their own team.

· Once a player signs a pink slip the commitment to the club will be enforced. Should a player not wish to continue to play for the club after signing the pink slip they must apply in writing to the President requesting release from the Club.  This will only be granted at the discretion of the Executive Committee 
· Any concerns over Coaching/or/Umpiring in the first instance must be referred to the Coaching Convener or Umpiring Convener. If the matter is not resolved to your satisfaction please submit a letter to the Executive Committee.

Fees

· All fees must be paid in full before or by the second trial date, under special circumstances time payment can be setup by approval of the Executive Committee. 

· Players Fees will be set at the start of each netball season.
